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Worker from any agency identifies case as potential PF.

Worker completes the PF “family identification checklist” with details of family and referrer.

The worker completes box stating whether they wish to be family partnership worker (FPW).

Consent form may be completed at this stage using form on the internet

Checklist (and consent form if received) emailed to Priority families team

Pfid2@nottinghamcity.gov.uk. Case checked for eligibility.
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Referral discussed between potential mentor and specialist and cases allocated to FPW from most appropriate agency.
